This month's episode focuses on the work of theatre artist David
Hsieh, Founding Artistic Director of ReAct Theatre—Seattle's multi-ethnic philanthropic theatre
that has been celebrating diversity for more than 30 years.

"We're building something for future generations. We're not doing it for ourselves. What's wrong
with the world right now is there's too many people on the planet that are just doing things for
themselves and not thinking about how much what they're doing is causing pain for future
generations. That's a problem.” Hsieh said. “But hopefully with theatrical storytelling, we can
help pass that knowledge or that story on to more people. So my biggest dream for the theater
is to survive and to thrive.”

David Hsieh is the Founding Artistic Director of ReAct Theatre, as
well as a casting associate at Union Arts Center, on the faculty at
Freehold, and a founding board member of Theater Puget Sound.
He also freelances as a director, stage manager, actor, and designer
at arts companies across Seattle. In addition to his ReAct credits, he
has also directed for Taproot Theatre, SecondStoryRep, Tacoma
Little Theatre, 14/48, Sis Productions, Pratidhwani, UW School of
Drama, and others. As a performer, you may have seen him at
Book- It in Hotel on the Corner of Bitter and Sweet and The Brothers K, or at Seattle Public
Theatre in The Happy Ones, A Very Die Hard Christmas, and Titanish, among others.
